(KUNMING / SHILIN / DALI/ SHANGRILA / LIJIANG) NO SHOPPING STOP

DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR - KUNMING (MOB)

Hotel: Kunming Longway Hotel or similar

Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to Kunming Changshui International Airport. Upon arrival,
transfer to the hotel for check-in and rest.

DAY 2: KUNMING — SHILIN- KUNMING (B/L/-)

Hotel: Kunming Longway Hotel or similar

After breakfast, visit the Stone Forest Scenic Area (included shuttle). Known as the "First Wonder of the World," it is
famous for its unique karst landscape and is recognized as a UNESCO World Natural Heritage Site. Next, visit the
Daguan Pavilion, a well-known historical and cultural landmark located in the picturesque Daguan Park by the shore of
Dianchi Lake. The pavilion is named "Daguan” (meaning "grand view") because it offers a panoramic view of the lake
from its upper level. In the evening, you may explore Shuangqiao Night Market on your own and sample a variety of
local delicacies at your leisure.

DAY 3: KUNMING - DALI (B/L/D)

Hotel: Courtyard Hotel or similar

After breakfast, head to Dali and visit Ideal Land known as "China's Santorini" (includes one-way electric shuttle, a
delightful afternoon tea, views of Erhai Lake, and popular photo spots). Inspired by the Greek island of Santorini, this
scenic area features strong Mediterranean vibes—with blue-and-white buildings, arches, domes, and stunning sea views.
After lunch, explore Dali Ancient Town and Foreigner Street a lively commercial area blending Eastern and Western
cultures. Along the streets, you'll find a variety of coffee shops, Chinese and Western restaurants, jewelry stores, antique
shops, tie-dye boutiques, and art galleries.

DAY 4: DALI - SHANGRILA (B/L/D)

Hotel: Shangrila Lanou International Hotel or similar

After breakfast, visit a Bai ethnic residential complex — including Yan Family Courtyard and the Three-Course Tea
song and dance performance, a cultural experience unique to the Bai people. Then, explore Xizhou Ancient Town and
the iconic Zhuanjiao Building (with a complimentary trendy popsicle). Continue the journey to Shangri-La, passing the
First Bend of the Yangtze River, where you’ll enjoy stunning views of the Jinsha River. Next, visit Tiger Leaping Gorge It
is one of the deepest and most spectacular river canyons in the world, famed for its breathtaking power and rugged
beauty.Upon arrival in Shangri-La, explore the Dukezong Ancient Town including Turtle Hill Park and the world's
largest prayer wheel. Dukezong is one of the best-preserved and largest Tibetan residential clusters in China, with a
history spanning over 1,300 years.

DAY 5: SHANGRILA - LIJIANG (B/L/D)

Hotel: Baina Hotel or similar

After breakfast, visit Songzanlin Monastery (includes shuttle), the largest Tibetan Buddhist monastery in Yunnan
Province. Belonging to the Gelug sect, it is often referred to as the "Little Potala Palace" due to its grandeur and
architectural style.Then, head to Lijiang and explore Black Dragon Pool Park an ideal place for visitors to enjoy natural
scenery and learn about Naxi culture. Continue to Lijiang Ancient Town and Sifang Street a highland town with over
800 years of history. According to legend, during the Ming Dynasty, the Mu family chieftain designed this central square in
the shape of his official seal, symbolizing "power over all directions."

DAY 6: LIJIANG (B/L/D)

Hotel: Baina Hotel or similar

After breakfast, visit Jade Dragon Snow Mountain and ride the Grand Cable Car to experience China’s southernmost
snow-capped mountain, a national 5A-rated scenic area. Enjoy the spectacular“Impression Lijiang” live outdoor
performance, created by renowned directors Zhang Yimou, Wang Chaoge, and Fan Yue. This grand, original show is set
against the breathtaking backdrop of Jade Dragon Snow Mountain and showcases the traditional culture and spirit of the
local people. Then visit Baishui River and the stunning Blue Moon Valley (includes electric shuttle), famous for its
turquoise glacial water and dramatic alpine scenery. Finally, explore Yushui Village a traditional Naxi ethnic village built
entirely according to the authentic Naxi way of life.

Note: In the event that the Grand Cable Car is suspended or under maintenance, it will be replaced with the Spruce
Meadow Cable Car.

DAY 7: LIJIANG - KUNMING (B/L/D)

Hotel: Novotel Kunming Yunjin or similar

After breakfast, visit the Lashihai Wetland Park the first provincially designated nature reserve in Yunnan named after a
"wetland." It is also the largest alpine lake in the Lijiang area. After lunch, take the high-speed train from Lijiang back to
Kunming. Upon arrival, enjoy dinner and check in to your hotel for the night



DAY 8: KUNMING — KUALA LUMPUR (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit Nanping Pedestrian Street one of the oldest commercial districts in Kunming, with a history dating
back over 900 years to the Dali Kingdom period. Continue to Jinma Biji Archway a historic landmark that has witnessed
many key events in modern Kunming history—such as the departure of the National Protection Army against Yuan Shikai,
In the evening, proceed to Kunming Mayuan Meter-Gauge Railway Park, where century-old meter-gauge railway tracks
have been preserved. After dinner, transfer to the airport for your flight back to Kuala Lumpur

Remarks:

1) Seagull Watching at Haigeng Dam: Seagulls usually arrive from mid-October to March, with the best viewing period
from November to February. During this season, a visit to Haigeng Dam to watch the seagulls will be arranged.

2) Kunming Jacaranda Blossoms: The blooming season is from late April to early May. During this period, an additional
visit will be arranged to Jiaochang Middle Road, famous for its jacaranda-lined avenue.

3) From 20 April to 20 June, groups may also add a visit to Laoyuhe Wetland Park to admire the hydrangea flowers. €
