DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR- QINGDAO (MOB) Hotel: Johoray Hotel or similar
Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to depart for Qingdao. Upon arrival, transfer to the hotel.

DAY 2: QINGDAO (B/L/D) Hotel: Johoray Hotel or similar
After breakfast, proceed to the Qingdao Beer Draft Experience, one of Qingdao’s most iconic beer culture attractions. Gain
insight into the brewing history and craftsmanship of Qingdao Beer while enjoying unlimited beer tasting paired with classic
beer peanuts, immersing yourself in the rich malt aroma of this renowned “Beer Capital.” Next, visit Dabaodao, an important
landmark in the revitalization of Qingdao’s old town, where historic architecture blends seamlessly with modern creative culture.
A special arrangement includes a traditional intangible cultural heritage DIY experience — “Good Fortune Hawthorn Craft”,
allowing you to experience traditional craftsmanship and its auspicious symbolism through hands-on participation. Continue
to Beer Wall Street, a futuristic industrial-style district filled with neon lights and technological elements, offering picture-
perfect photo opportunities at every corner. Each guest will be specially treated to one glass of beer or a non-alcoholic
signature beverage. Then ascend to the Sky City Cloud Realm, where you will enjoy a refined afternoon tea set (beverage
+ fruits + desserts + local specialty snacks). Overlooking the city skyline and coastline from above, immerse yourself in a
dreamy sunset atmosphere and capture memorable moments at the popular sky swing, as if stepping into a fantasy world.
Finally, head to Badaguan Scenic Area, known as the “World Architecture Museum.” Stroll among German, Russian, British,
and various European-style buildings, where sea breeze, lush greenery, and red -tiled roofs create Qingdao’s most classic and
romantic coastal scenery.

DAY 3: QINGDAO- WEIHAI (B/L/-) Hotel: Jianguo Hidden Hotel or similar
After breakfast, visit the Chinese “Little Shirakawa-go” Seagrass Houses, a unique type of traditional dwelling found only along
the Jiaodong Peninsula coast. Their most distinctive feature is the thick seagrass thatch roofs, praised as one of China’s most
eco-friendly forms of vernacular architecture. In 2006, the craftsmanship of building seagrass houses was listed as a Shandong
Provincial Intangible Cultural Heritage. Next, proceed to one of the most popular photo spots in the Rongcheng coastal area
of Weihai — the Blues Shipwreck. The massive ship rests quietly along the shoreline, where its weathered rust contrasts
strikingly with the deep blue sea and sky, resembling a frozen maritime relic in time. The dramatic industrial aesthetics make it
a favorite destination for photography enthusiasts. Finally, explore Hanlefang, a vibrant district known as the Chinese
neighborhood closest in atmosphere to Korea. The streets are lined with authentic Korean snack stalls where you may enjoy
local delicacies at your own expense, such as freshly cooked tteokbokki and fragrant fish cakes, while soaking in the lively
Korean-inspired ambiance.

DAY 4: WEIHAI-YANTAI (B/L/D) Hotel: Huaigiao Kaiyuan Hotel or similar
After breakfast, visit Torch Eight Street, one of Yantai’'s most popular trendy districts. The area blends stylish cafés, creative
boutiques, and vibrant lifestyle markets, creating a youthful and artistic atmosphere. It is an ideal spot for photography, leisurely
strolls, and experiencing Yantai's modern urban charm. Next, board a sightseeing transparent bus and travel along one of
China’s most beautiful coastal highways, enjoying panoramic views of the magnificent shoreline and the vast blue sea along
the way. Afterward, proceed to Suochengli Ancient Street, originally built during the Hongwu period of the Ming Dynasty.
With a long and rich history, it once served as an important coastal defense fortress of Yantai. The ancient town still preserves
well-maintained Ming and Qing dynasty architectural complexes and traditional street layouts. As you stroll along the stone-
paved lanes, historic residences and traditional shops line the streets, offering scenic views at every turn and a strong sense of
heritage.
Seasonal Highlights:

e March - April: Orchard fruit-picking experience — Strawberry picking (300g per person)

e May - June: Orchard fruit-picking experience — Cherry or Chinese cherry (300g per person), plus Peach or Sweet

Apricot picking (2 fruits per person)



DAY 5: YANTAI-PENGLAI-WEIFANG (B/L/-) Hotel: GT Leston hotel or similar
After breakfast, visit China’s first French-style winery to experience the unique charm of wine culture. A special wine-tasting
session is arranged, and each guest will receive a complimentary bottle of wine as a memorable souvenir. Continue to the
Time Tower (exterior view), a cultural landmark that symbolizes the connection between nature and time. Visit the Weifang
Kite Museum, home to a wide collection of exquisite kites from different historical periods and styles. The museum showcases
Weifang’s proud heritage as the “World Capital of Kites,” highlighting its centuries-old craftsmanship and artistry. Then, visit
Taihua Pedestrian Street, one of the most vibrant commercial areas in Weifang, Shandong Province. Located in Kuiwen District,
the heart of the city, this bustling street is a hub for shopping, dining, entertainment, and leisure.

*»» Note: In the event of closure or inaccessibility, visits to this attraction will be skipped without refund, as it is a
complimentary sightseeing activity.

DAY 6: WEIFANG-MINGSHUI (B/L/D) Hotel: Mingshui Ancient City Yianyue Hotel or similar
After breakfast, visit Haidai Tower, a book-themed pavilion that blends the essence of Qilu culture. Climb to the top for a
panoramic view of Zibo city. Next, step into Mingshui Ancient City, acclaimed as China’s First Spring Water Ancient City, and
immerse yourself in its profound history and spring culture. The city is home to renowned heritage sites such as the Former
Residence of Li Qingzhao and Mengjia Mansion, as well as famous springs including Baimai Spring, Meihua Spring, and
Mo Spring (one of Jinan’s 72 celebrated springs). Strolling through the ancient streets, you will experience both poetic charm
and the essence of spring culture. A special visit is arranged to the Blacksmith Culture Experience Hall, the Cloth Workshop,
and the Zhangqiu Government Office, where can learn about traditional crafts and local heritage. In the evening, enjoy
Quanxiu performance, which vividly presents the vitality and beauty of spring water culture through a spectacular blend of
light and art.

DAY 7: JINAN-QINGDAO (B/L/D) Hotel: Ramada by Wyndham Qingdao Jiaodong International Airport or similar
After breakfast, a seasonal flower-viewing program will be specially arranged according to the departure period: plum
blossoms in late March, cherry blossoms in early April, and moss phlox (Shibazakura) from mid-April to mid-May, allowing you
to experience the beauty of the season in full bloom. As night falls, proceed to enjoy the Fushan Bay Night Light Show, often
referred to as the “Victoria Harbour of Qingdao.” Wusi Square, Music Square, and the coastal skyline shine brilliantly under
dazzling lights, with the illuminated cityscape beautifully reflected on the sea, creating a captivating bay night view.

DAY 8: QINGDAO-KUALA LUMPUR (B/MOB)
After breakfast, transfer to airport for check-in and flight back to Kuala Lumpur.
