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9D7N TRAVERSING INNER MONGOLIA+WULAN LAKE
ORDOS/WUHAI/WULAN LAKE/XIANGSHAWAN/GANDER MOUNTAIN/WULAN HADA VOLCANIC

DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR-ORDOS (MOB)
Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport and proceed with check-in for your flight to Ordos. Upon arrival, transfer to
your hotel and check in for rest.

DAY 2: ORDOS- ORDOS GRASSLAND 2H (B/L/D)

Take the cable car up to the
summit for a panoramic view of Wuhai and its vast surroundings—mountains, grasslands, and the city skyline blend into a
breathtaking landscape. It is truly a landmark not to be missed. Afterward, continue to Wuhai Lake, known as the “Desert
Sapphire” set between the Gobi and the city. Its expansive, mirror-like waters shimmer under the sky, creating a stunning
contrast with the surrounding dunes, grasslands, and urban skyline.

DAY 4: WUHAI-WULAN LAKE- WUHAI 3.5H (B/L/D)

After breakfast, head to the magnificent and mysterious “Wulan Lake”, a stunning natural wonder named for its unique terrain
and vein-like patterns resembling the pulse of a heart. It is one of Wuhai's most striking geological landscapes. Hop aboard a
4AWD off-road vehicle and race across the vast sea of sand, experiencing the thrill and excitement of desert off-roading. Along
the journey, you will traverse two spectacular desert lakes—Wulan Lake and Camel Lake—where golden dunes meet deep
blue waters, creating a breathtaking contrast and offering perfect spots for photography and aerial shots.

DAY 5: WUHAI- XIANGSHAWAN- DALAD BANNER 4.5H (B/L/D)

After breakfast, drive to Xiangshawan, a National 5A Scenic Area (including entrance ticket, round-trip cable car, camel ride,
desert train, Ordos wedding performance, and sand sculpture exhibition). Famous for its “singing sand”, Xiangshawan offers
a magical experience where you can clearly hear the sand humming beneath your feet as you walk across the golden dunes.
Ride the cable car over the vast desert and enjoy a panoramic view of the rolling sandscape. Experience an authentic
Mongolian-style desert journey by riding a camel across the dunes, or hop on the fun desert mini train, weaving through
waves of sand. This tour also includes a special arrangement to enjoy an Ordos traditional wedding performance, showcasing
the unique charm of local nomadic culture, as well as a visit to the impressive sand sculpture artworks.

DAY 6: DALAD BANNER- HOHHOT 2.5H (B/L/-)

After breakfast, proceed to Hohhot to visit the Mengliang Ethnic Culture Park, a cultural complex showcasing the rich heritage
of the Mongolian people. Here you can explore traditional handicrafts, ethnic costumes, and displays of everyday nomadic life,
gaining deeper insight into the unique history and culture of the Mongolian ethnic group. Next, visit Dazhao Temple, one of
Hohhot's most renowned Tibetan Buddhist temples. With its solemn architecture, sacred atmosphere, and thriving incense
offerings, the temple exudes centuries of spiritual devotion. In the evening, head to Kuanxiangzi Night Market for free
exploration. This lively market is filled with local snacks and vibrant street stalls. Guests may enjoy tasting Inner Mongolian
specialties at their own expense, such as steamed dumplings, hand-pulled lamb, dairy products, and more.

DAY 7: HOHHOT- WULAN HADA VOLCANO- DALAD BANNER 1.5H (B/L/D)

After breakfast, depart for the Wulan Hada Volcanic Geopark, renowned as a landscape that “resembles an alien planet.”
Featuring some of the best-preserved volcanic formations in China, the area is characterized by massive volcanic cones and
vast stretches of black lava fields, creating a scene reminiscent of a sci-fi movie. This tour includes scenic shuttle transportation
and a special astronaut-suit photo experience.

DAY 8: DALAD BANNER- ORDOS- KUALA LUMPUR (B/L/D)
