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9D7N — Discover Yunnan’s Cool 18°C Summer
(Kunming / Yuanyang Rice Terraces / Mile / Yiliang / Huize)NO SHOPPING STOP

DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR - KUNMING (MOB)

Hotel: Lan Yi Hotel Kunming or similar

Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to Kunming Changshui International Airport.
Upon arrival, transfer to the hotel for check-in and rest.

DAY 2: KUNMING - YUANYANG (B/L/D)

Hotel: Yun Zhi Meng Hotel Yuanyang or similar

After breakfast, depart at around 10:00 AM to visit Daguan Pavilion Park, where you can enjoy the beautiful
summer lotus flowers. After lunch, travel by coach to Yuanyang, known as the “summer green fairyland and
cool retreat of southeastern Yunnan” — the famous Yuanyang Rice Terraces. The Honghe Hani Rice Terraces
have up to 3,700 levels, and the temperature here is often more than 10°C cooler than Nansha County town
below the mountains. Upon arrival, check into the hotel.

Special Arrangement:

Enjoy a Bonfire Party and Long Table Banquet, where you can dance and interact with the local Hani people. Activities
include: Traditional welcoming ceremony + Hani ancient songs +Toasting songs “High Mountain Flowing Water” drinking
ritual

Guests can also change into ethnic costumes and experience the local culture. Sit by the traditional fire pit, enjoy
ancient tree tea, and taste the famous Yuanyang small tofu.

DAY 3: YUANYANG (B/L/D)

Hotel: Yun Zhi Meng Hotel Yuanyang or similar

Early morning at about 6:00 AM, depart to Duoyishu Viewing Platform to watch the sunrise over the
Yuanyang Rice Terraces (subject to weather conditions). After breakfast, explore the lush green summer
terraces, surrounded by vibrant fields and scenic mountain landscapes. Visit traditional Hani mushroom
houses villages: Dayutang Village, Azheke Village. Then visit Qingkou Rice Terraces. Later proceed to
the best sunset viewing spot — Laohuzui (Tiger Mouth) Terrace Viewing Platform to enjoy the magnificent
sunset scenery (subject to weather conditions).

DAY 4:YUANYANG - MILE - YILIANG (B/L/D)

Hotel: Holiday Inn Express Yiliang or similar

After breakfast, travel to Mile and visit the famous Dongfengyun Scenic Area (including buggy ride). This
artistic complex built by artist Luo Xu is often called the “Morocco of the East”, featuring unique red-brick
architecture. Highlights include the iconic Kaleidoscope Art Museum, a distinctive wine bottle-shaped
building made entirely of red bricks. Every summer, thousands of acres of lavender fields bloom nearby,
creating a romantic “Provence-like purple landscape.”

Special experience: Fruit Picking Activity (includes entrance fee, free tasting, and 200g fruit gift per
person). Afterwards proceed to Yiliang. Dinner and overnight stay.

Notes: Seasonal fruits (June—August reference): Blueberries / Grapes / Peaches (Fruit types depend on
seasonal conditions.)

DAY 5: YILIANG - HUIZE (B/L/D)

Hotel: Ramada Huize Decheng or similar

After breakfast, visit Jiuxiang Karst Cave Scenic Area (including one-way cable car + one-way boat ride).
The cave maintains a constant temperature of 16—18°C year-round, making it a natural air conditioner. During
June—August, the Male and Female Twin Waterfalls reach their peak flow, dropping 30 meters with
spectacular power. Take a boat ride through the “First Hidden Gorge of Central Yunnan”, where cool misty
air flows through steep cliffs decorated with stunning stalactites. After lunch, proceed to Huize County,
historically known as the “Hometown of the Coin King.” Visit Huize Park to see the Guinness World Record
sculpture of the largest and heaviest ancient metal coin — “Jiajing Tongbao.” Experience the fun tradition of
“walking through the coin for wealth and good fortune.” Dinner and overnight stay at the hotel.

DAY 6: HUIZE (B/L/D)
Hotel: Ramada Huize Decheng or similar
After breakfast, visit Dahai Grass Mountain Scenic Area (including shuttle). This place is known as “The

Hulunbuir Grassland of the Plateau” and “The Altay of Yunnan”. Enjoy the refreshing 18°C summer climate.
Highlights include: Rhinoceros Viewing Point — best location for photography, Mopan Mountain Viewing



Platform (3610m altitude) — sacred mountain believed by locals to remove misfortune and bring good luck,
Dishuiyan Viewing Platform (3540m altitude) — possible sighting of the mystical Buddha'’s Light phenomenon
and Little Rhinoceros Scenic Area (3300m altitude) — with winding rivers, grasslands, yurts, and grazing
livestock forming a peaceful pastoral landscape. After lunch, visit Huize Ancient Town, including Former
residence of Tang Jiyao, the first Governor of Yunnan and commander of the Sichuan—Yunnan—Guizhou
Allied Army (closed on Mondays), Huize Jiangxi Guild Hall, a historic merchant guild from the Ming and Qing
dynasties.

DAY 7: HUIZE - KUNMING (B/L/D)

Hotel: Zhongwei Tianheng Hotel Kunming or similar

After breakfast, return to Kunming by coach. After lunch, visit Dounan Flower Market, the largest fresh-cut
flower trading market in Asia, where flowers are famously sold by weight. Continue to Laoyu River Wetland

Park, where you can enjoy summer hydrangea flowers.
Note: If blooming season changes, the itinerary may be adjusted to sunflower fields instead.

DAY 8: KUNMING (B/L/-)

After breakfast, enjoy free time and sleep in until check-out around 12:00 PM. After lunch, visit the popular
Zhuanxin Farmers’ Market, famous for its colorful vegetables, fruits, and a wide variety of mushrooms.
Continue to explore Kunming city highlights: Jinma Biji Archway, Nanping Pedestrian Street, Qianwang
Street (Kunming Old Street), Duiyue Tower, Nanqgiang Night Market, one of the most popular markets in
Kunming city center. Afterwards transfer to the airport for your flight back to Kuala Lumpur, marking the end of
a wonderful journey.

DAY 9: ARRIVAL IN KUALA LUMPUR (MOB)
Arrive in KL with sweet memories of your tour!
