DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR- LANZHOU (MOB/L/-)

Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to Lanzhou via Kunming. Upon arrival, meet and greet by local
guide and proceed for lunch. Afterwards, visit the Yellow River Scenic Area, including photo stops at Zhongshan Bridge, Yellow
River Mother Statue, and Waterwheel Park. In the evening, head to Nanguan Night Market (dinner at own expense), where
you can explore a variety of local delicacies such as milk egg fermented rice, sweet fermented grains, grey beans dessert,
Lanzhou beef noodles, and hand-grabbed mutton. After dinner, transfer to hotel for check-in and rest.

Warm Reminder:
1. Northwest China is an inland and less developed region. Facilities and conditions may be relatively basic and
may differ from those in more developed areas.

2. The western region has a dry climate with strong sunshine. Please stay hydrated and take sun protection
measures. As you enter the Hexi Corridor, the area becomes even drier with stronger ultraviolet rays, so
remember to drink plenty of water and use sun protection.

DAY 2: LANZHOU-DANXIAKOU TOWN-ZHANGYE DANXIA-ZHANGYE (B/L/D)

After breakfast, travel by coach to Zhangye. Upon arrival, proceed to visit the spectacular Zhangye Danxia National Geopark
(including entrance ticket and shuttle bus). Famed for its breathtaking landscapes, the Danxia landforms feature dramatic
layers of vibrant colors, creating a surreal scenery often described as a “rainbow mountain range.” With its magnificent scale,
unique formations, and vivid hues, the area resembles a colorful fairytale world shaped by nature over millions of years. Next,
visit Danxia Kou Town. This charming town resembles a living painting that complements the grandeur of the Danxia
landforms—not competing with their majestic beauty, but adding a touch of everyday life and ancient charm. Here, the splendor
of nature meets the warmth of human life, creating a perfect “Danxia Reception Hall” for travelers to unwind and rest after
exploring the spectacular landscapes.

DAY 3: ZHANGYE-JIAYUGUAN PASS- DESERT ART BASE-DUNHUANG (B/L/-)

After breakfast, proceed to Jiayuguan Pass (including entrance ticket and shuttle bus), famously known as “The First and
Greatest Pass Under Heaven.” As the westernmost starting point of the Ming Great Wall, it connects the overhanging Great
Wall of Heishan to the north and the First Beacon Tower to the south. Afterwards, visit the Desert Art Base, where a collection
of stunning and thought-provoking artworks will leave you inspired. One of the most striking pieces is Dadi Zhizi, which
portrays a fragile infant placed in the vast deserta powerful contrast symbolizing vitality and resilience, reminding visitors of the
importance of protecting the environment. Another highlight is Wujie is a large steel structure sculpture that creates ever-
changing visual effects depending on the angle and lighting, much like a mirage in the desert. Then, visit Emperor Wu of Han
Sculpture, an imposing sculpture of Emperor Wu of the Han Dynasty. Upon arrival in Dunhuang, visit Shazhou Night Market
(dinner at own expense), renowned for its vibrant atmosphere, local delicacies, and rich cultural charm. It is often described as
a “living nightscape” and a “cultural painting” of Dunhuang.

DAY 4: DUNHUANG-MOGAO CAVE-MINGSHA MOUNTAIN & CRESCENT SPRING- DUNHUANG (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit the world-renowned Mogao Caves (include Class B entrance ticket and shuttle bus), a UNESCO World
Heritage Site that showcases the brilliance of ancient Buddhist art and culture. Explore the magnificent grottoes, home to
invaluable treasures such as the famous Library Cave, the Nine-Storey Pavilion, and exquisite murals of the Flying Apsaras.
These artistic masterpieces offer a fascinating glimpse into over a thousand years of history and cultural exchange along the
Silk Road. Next, proceed to the Dunhuang Seal Art Center for a relaxing afternoon tea experience. This modern cultural hub
integrates exhibitions, creative arts, stamps, and café elements. The underground stamp gallery features thousands of designs
inspired by Dunhuang’s iconic imagery, including Flying Apsaras, architectural landmarks, and desert landscapes. Visitors can
enjoy interactive stamping activities on notebooks, T-shirts, tote bags, and more. Afterwards, visit Mingsha Mountain &
Crescent Spring (include entrance ticket), one of Dunhuang’s most iconic natural wonders.



DAY 5: DUNHUANG-QARHAN SALT LAKE- GOLMUD (B/L/D)

After breakfast, travel to Qarhan Salt Lake (include first entrance ticket and shuttle bus). This magnificent natural treasure
is the largest salt lake in China and the second largest in the world. The vast salt flats stretch endlessly, featuring fascinating salt
formations and crystal patterns. Under sunlight, the lake water reflects dreamy shades of emerald green and Tiffany blue. A
remarkable 32-kilometer “Salt Bridge” crosses the lake, perfectly blending breathtaking natural scenery with an extraordinary
human engineering achievement.

DAY 6: GOLDMUD-CHAKA SALT LAKE-CHAKA (B/L/D)

After breakfast, drive to Chaka Salt Lake, a unique and dreamlike destination listed by the National Tourism Magazine as one
of the 55 places to visit in a lifetime (include first entrance ticket & shuttle bus). Within the scenic area, you will witness the
breathtaking sight of snow-capped mountains reflected on the lake, where the crystalclear waters merge seamlessly with the
vast sky, creating a stunning view where the salt lake and snowy landscapes shine together. The Chaka Salt Sculptures are
uniquely shaped and vividly crafted, while the famous “Mirror of the Sky” scenery reflects clouds and sunlight across the water,
creating a surreal and enchanting landscape that feels almost like a dream.

DAY 7: CHAKA TOWN- QINGHAI LAKE- (B/L/-)

After breakfast, continue to Qinghai Lake (include entrance ticket), the largest inland saltwater lake in China. Surrounded by
gentle mountain ranges, this natural treasure is embraced by breathtaking landscapes. The lakeside beaches feature soft and
delicate sands, while rolling hills and misty clouds create a dreamlike scenery. In summer, the vast grasslands stretch endlessly
around Qinghai Lake, reflecting the lake like a magnificent mirror on the plateau. In winter, the distant snow-capped mountains
are beautifully reflected on the lake’s surface, creating a pure and serene view. Next, head to Mojia Street Night Market is the
perfect place to experience the local culture and flavors of northwestern China. Here at the night market, we'll give you free
time to explore and immerse yourself in the vibrant atmosphere of this beautiful high -altitude market.

DAY 8: XINING- LANZHOU (B)

After breakfast, enjoy a full day of free exploration, immersing yourself in the vibrant local life and cultural charm of this
northwestern ancient city. Stroll through the old streets and winding alleys, discovering hidden corners and lesser -known sights,
or pause at the central stage to perhaps catch an authentic performance of traditional Qin Opera. (Free and easy)

DAY 9: LANZHOU-GANSU MUSUEM- KUALA LUMPUR (B/L/MOB)

After breakfast, visit the Gansu Provincial Museum, a remarkable cultural institution showcasing the rich history and heritage
of Gansu. The museum features fascinating exhibits on Silk Road civilization, ancient cultural relics, and prehistoric fossils,
attracting visitors from around the world. After the visit, transfer to Lanzhou New Area Airport for your departure. Board your
flight back to Kuala Lumpur.

DAY 10: ARRIVAL KUALA LUMPUR
