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9D7N LEISURELY TOUR OF CHENGDU & CHONGQING
(CHENGDU / CHONGQING / DAZU / DUJIANGYAN)

DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR - CHENGDU (MEAL ON BOARD)
Hotel: Tianfu International Business Building Ronggingyuan Hotel or similar 4*
Assemble at KLIA and board your flight to Chengdu. Upon arrival, transfer to the hotel and rest.

DAY 2: CHENGDU - CHONGQING (B/L/-)

Hotel: Hotel Yoo or similar 4*

After breakfast, travel by coach to Chongqing. After lunch, visit Cigikou Ancient Town, strolling along its thousand-year-
old streets to experience the traditional lifestyle of old Chongging. In the evening, take a walk along Jiefangbei
Pedestrian Street to experience the city’s most vibrant commercial area. At night, enjoy the HongyaCave Night View—
the stilted buildings illuminated in dazzling lights, often called the “real-life Spirited Away,” and sample local delicacies.

DAY 3: CHONGQING (B/L/D)

Hotel: Hotel Yoo or similar 4*

After breakfast, visit Liziba Light Rail Station to see the train passing through a residential building — a unique “magical”
feature of Chongqing’s transport.Then visit Shibatou & Baixiang Street, places full of old Chongqging memories and
great photo spots. In the afternoon with a one-way ride on the Yangtze River Cableway, crossing the river in the air and
enjoying beautiful views of the two rivers and the city below. Explore the Mountain City Trail, a symbolic walkway that
reflects Chongqing’s unique urban character and cultural identity. In the evening, visit Longmenhao Old Street, the
largest and best-preserved historic cultural district in Chongging’s main urban area, home to 18 historic buildings,
including former sites such as the U.S. Embassy military attaché residence and the Xinhua Trust Savings Bank.

DAY 4: CHONGQING - DAZU - DUJIANGYAN (B/L/D)

Hotel: Yue Lanli S Hotel or similar 4*

After breakfast, depart for Yuzhou Zhenpin Specialty Supermarket to pick up some local Chongqing specialties as gifts
for family and friends. Then, head to the Dazu Rock Carvings (including sightseeing shuttle), a World Heritage site
famous for its exquisite stone sculptures that blend religious and folk culture. Afterward, drive back to Chengdu. After
lunch, travel to Dujiangyan and visit Yangtianwo Panda Plaza, where you can freely take photos at this iconic panda
landmark and enjoy the charming atmosphere of the “City of Pandas.” After dinner, stroll around Nangiao Ancient Town
and admire the “Blue Tears” Night View, where shimmering lights and water reflections create a dreamlike, poetic scene.

DAY 5: DUJIANGYAN - CHENGDU (B/-/D)

Hotel: AC Hotel by Marriott Chengdu or similar 4*

In the morning, visit Zhongshuge Bookstore, one of Chengdu’s most beautiful bookstores, and enjoy the blend of books
and art. Next, head to the Panda Park (including sightseeing shuttle) to see the adorable giant pandas up close and
experience the charm of the “Panda’s hometown.” At noon, visit the Sichuan Cuisine Museum (including snack) to
learn about the history of Sichuan cuisine, explore a traditional kitchen, and taste authentic local snacks. In the afternoon,
enjoy free time shopping and strolling around Chunxi Road and Taikoo Li, where modern fashion meets lively city life.
Note: The Panda Park is temporarily closed. If it is not open at the time of the group’s visit, it will be replaced with the Panda
Valley Scenic Area.

DAY 6: CHENGDU (B/L/-)

Hotel: AC Hotel by Marriott Chengdu or similar 4*

In the morning, visit Huanglongxi Ancient Town, stroll along the cobblestone streets, and enjoy the traditional water
town charm and local Sichuan culture. Then visit European-Style Town - Lux Town, featuring colorful streets and a
strong European ambiance—perfect for photography and leisure.. Next, head to Dongjiao Memory, an arts district
combining industrial style and creative culture—great for photos and soaking up Chengdu’s artistic vibe. In the evening,
visit a popular food street to freely enjoy Chengdu’s famous snacks, from spicy hotpot to sweet ice jelly desserts,
savoring the flavors of Sichuan.

DAY 7: CHENGDU (B/-/-)

Hotel: AC Hotel by Marriott Chengdu or similar 4*

Today is a free day. Feel free to plan your own activities based on your interests. You can visit nearby attractions around
Chengdu, explore shops, go shopping, or relax in a teahouse and enjoy the slow pace of the city.



DAY 8: CHENGDU - KUALA LUMPUR (B/L/D)

In the morning, visit the Shu Embroidery Museum to learn about traditional Sichuan embroidery, admire exquisite works,
and experience this important cultural heritage. Then stroll through Jinli Ancient Street, Chengdu’s most authentic old-
style street, taste local snacks, and soak in the Three Kingdoms cultural atmosphere. In the afternoon, visit Kuanzhai
Alley to experience the slow-paced life of old Chengdu, discovering teahouses and local life within historic architecture.
After dinner, transfer to the airport for your return flight home.

DAY 9: ARRIVE IN KUALA LUMPUR (MEAL ON BOARD)
Arrive back in Kuala Lumpur in the morning. End of a wonderful trip — see you next time!
