DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR - CHENGDU (MOB)

Hotel: Tianfu International Business Building Rongqingyuan Hotel or similar

Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to depart for Chengdu Tianfu International Airport. Upon
arrival, transfer to the hotel.

DAY 2: CHENGDU - JIUZHAIGOU (B/L/D)

Hotel: ECharm PLUS Hotel or similar

After breakfast, travel along the Jiumian Expressway, which was fully opened to traffic on 29 September 2025. This
important new highway connects Jiuzhaigou and Mianyang and is known as one of the “most beautiful mountain
highways,” passing through the Longmen Mountains and Min Mountains with magnificent scenery. Along the way, it links
attractions such as Jiuhuang Mountain, Yaowang Valley, and Wanglang Nature Reserve. Next, visit Shengshui Temple in
Mianyang, which is famous for its Longquan sacred spring, cliff carvings, and modern cement Arhat statues. The temple
is grand in scale and highly revered, with strong incense offerings. The rebuilt temple features a well-arranged structure
that blends classical and modern architectural styles, serving not only as a place for Buddhist activities. Finally, stop
forview of Yuewang Tower. It was built during the Tang Dynasty by Li Zhen, the eighth son of Emperor Taizong Li Shimin,
when he served as the governor of Mianzhou.

DAY 3: JIUZHAIGOU (B/-/D)

Hotel: ECharm PLUS Hotel or similar

After breakfast, visit the Jiuzhaigou Valley Scenic Area (includes public transportation), a 5A-rated national park. Known
as a fairyland on Earth and a dreamlike wonderland. Often described by Eastern cultures as a “paradise on Earth” and by
the West as a “fairy tale world,” the park features breathtaking sites such as Panda Sea, Bonsai Shoal, Reed Lake, Five-
Color Pond, Pearl Shoal, Mirror Lake, Rhino Lake, Nuorilang Waterfall, Five Flower Lake, Shuzheng Valley, and Long Lake.

DAY 4: JIUZHAIGOU — HUANGLONG - MAOXIAN (B/L/D)

Hotel: The Whisper Mountain Hotel or similar

After breakfast, visit a Traditional Tibetan village a culturally rich settlement inhabited by Tibetan communities. Later,
proceed to the Huanglong Scenic Area (included oneway cable car & buggy), a UNESCO World Natural Heritage Site
and a nationally recognized scenic spot. Famous for its spectacular travertine formations, multicolored ponds, waterfalls,
and hot springs, Huanglong offers a breathtaking natural landscape.

DAY 5: MAOXIAN — DUJIANGYAN (B/L/D)

Hotel: Mingzhi Shangchun Hotel Dujiangyan or similar

After breakfast, visit the Dujiangyan Panda Paradise (included buggy car), part of the China Conservation and Research
Center for the Giant Panda. visitors with a close-up view of these beloved animals in a natural setting. Later, proceed to
Yangtianwo Plaza, home to the famous Giant Panda Selfie Art Sculpture. Next, explore Zhongshuge Bookstore known
for its motto “a unique cultural style for every store,” Zhongshuge has created an aesthetically stunning. After dinner, take
a stroll at Nangiao Ancient Town and enjoy the dazzling “Blue Tears” night view, where shimmering lights blend with water
reflections, creating a dreamlike Jiangnan atmosphere.

DAY 6: DUJIANGYAN - EMEI (B/L/-)

Hotel: Orange Tree Resort Emeishan or similar

After breakfast, proceed to Baoguo Temple in Mount Emei, the largest temple on the mountain and one of China’s key
ancient temples. In the afternoon, visit Suji Ancient Town, located between Leshan and Emei, with the Emei River
flowing through it. According to historical records, the town dates back to the Sui Dynasty and was originally called
“Guihua Market.” In the evening, arrive at Zhanggonggiao Food Street in Leshan, a Sichuan-style food street featuring
Ming and Qing dynasty architectural design. It offers a variety of local specialties such as Bo Bo Chicken, Mala Tang, and
Qiaojiao Beef, where you can freely choose what to try. At night, return to the Orange Tree Hot Spring Hotel (bring your
own swimsuit) to enjoy a hot spring experience and relax. (Complimentary hot spring access; swimsuit required) .

DAY 7: EMEI - CHENGDU (B/L/-)

Hotel: Chengdu Marriott AC Hotel or similar

After breakfast, take a boat tour to view the Leshan Giant Buddha, a massive cliff-carved statue standing 71 meters tall.
After lunch, visit Huanglongxi Ancient Town with its well-preserved traditional architecture and charming scenery, it
offers a glimpse into Sichuan’s historical lifestyle. Next, arrive at Jinli Ancient Street, one of Chengdu’s most famous
historical and retaining the architectural style and cultural essence of the Ming and Qing Dynasties.

DAY 8: CHENGDU - KUALA LUMPUR (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit the Chengdu Shu Embroidery Museum to learn about the rich heritage of traditional Sichuan silk
weaving. Then, head to Kuan Zhai Alley and the Panda Post Office. Next, proceed to Taikoo Li is a modern urban
complex. After dinner, enjoy free time at Chengdu IFS and Chunxi Road, the city’s largest and most vibrant commercial
street, perfect for shopping and strolling. Later, transfer to the airport for your return flight to Kuala Lumpur.

DAY 9: ARRIVAL IN KUALA LUMPUR (MOB)
