第一天 吉隆坡-仁川（机上用餐）

第二天 仁川-釜山（-/午/晚餐） 酒店：Arban City Hotel/GNB Hotel 或同级 
抵达后，前往欣赏 Inspire 极光秀，通过先进光影科技打造沉浸式视觉盛宴，绚丽灯光与梦幻场景交织，仿佛置身极光世界

般的震撼体验。随后前往松月洞童话村，这里以缤纷壁画与童话主题装置闻名，街道充满梦幻童趣氛围，宛如走进童话世

界。接着游览中华唐人街，感受韩国与中华文化交融的独特风情。午餐后乘车前往釜山。抵达后前往西面步行街，这里是

釜山最繁华的商圈之一，汇聚潮流服饰、美妆品牌、特色咖啡馆与各式美食，是感受釜山年轻活力与时尚氛围的热门地点。

第三天 釜山（早/午/晚餐） 酒店：Arban City Hotel/GNB Hotel 或同级 
早餐后，前往海东龙宫寺，这里被誉为“韩国最美海岸寺庙”，依山傍海而建，与一般位于山林中的寺院不同，寺庙面向辽阔

东海，是韩国最具代表性的海景名胜之一。随后前往海云台海水浴场，这里是韩国最著名的海滩之一。接着体验海云台蓝

线公园海岸列车（单程），列车沿着海岸线缓缓行驶，沿途可欣赏釜山迷人的海景。随后前往青沙浦踏石观景台 Sky Walk，

透明步道延伸至海面之上，可近距离欣赏海浪拍打礁石的壮丽景色。最后前往海云台传统市场，这里汇聚各式韩国特色美

食、新鲜海产与传统小吃，热闹十足，是感受釜山在地生活氛围与品尝地道风味的绝佳去处。

第四天 釜山（早/午/-） 酒店：Arban City Hotel/GNB Hotel 或同级 
早餐后，前往甘川文化艺术村＋小王子壁画村，这里依山而建，色彩缤纷的房屋层层堆叠，巷弄之间布满创意壁画、艺术

装置与特色小店，其中《小王子》主题雕像更是热门打卡地。随后前往白浅滩文化村，这里被誉为“釜山的圣托里尼”。接着

前往 BIFF 广场，这里是釜山国际电影节的重要地标，也是釜山最热闹的商圈之一。随后前往札嘎其海鲜市场，这里是韩国

规模最大的海鲜市场之一，各式新鲜海产琳琅满目。自由逛街于光复路／南浦洞商圈，时尚服饰、美妆店、特色小吃与潮

流品牌林立，尽情享受购物乐趣。最后前往龙头山公园（不登塔），俯瞰釜山市区景色。

第五天 釜山-水原（早/午/晚餐） 酒店：Suwon Homes Stay Hotel / Vella Suite Hotel 或同级 
早餐后，乘车前往大邱参观桂山圣堂，这座拥有百年历史的哥特式教堂是大邱最具代表性的宗教建筑之一，红砖外观典雅

庄严，充满浓厚的欧式复古氛围，也是韩剧热门取景地之一。随后前往韩屋星巴克，传统韩屋建筑融合现代咖啡文化，古

典与时尚完美结合，独特设计成为韩国近年人气打卡热点。接着漫步金光石街，这里是为纪念韩国著名民谣歌手金光石而

打造的文艺街区。街道两旁布满壁画、雕塑与音乐元素，充满浓厚艺术氛围。随后乘车前往水原，游览世界文化遗产水原

华城（UNESCO Heritage），这座融合军事防御与建筑美学的古城，被誉为韩国保存最完整的古代城郭之一。漫步城墙之间，

感受朝鲜王朝时期的历史风貌与文化底蕴。

第六天 水原-首尔（早/午/-） 酒店：L’Art Hotel/Kintex By K3 Hotel/Hangang Hotel 或同级 
早餐后，前往景福宫（不含韩服），这里是韩国五大宫殿之首，也是朝鲜王朝最具代表性的古代宫殿。宏伟庄严的宫廷建筑

融合传统韩式美学，处处展现韩国历史文化底蕴，是了解韩国王朝历史的重要地标。随后漫步益善洞韩屋文青咖啡街，这

里融合传统韩屋建筑与现代文创元素。狭窄的小巷中排列着保留原貌的韩式传统瓦房，内部则改造为风格独特的咖啡馆、

甜品店、文创杂货铺与手工艺工作坊，是首尔近年最受欢迎的文青打卡热点。最后前往圣水洞步行街，这里被誉为“首尔版

布鲁克林”，由旧工业区蜕变成潮流文化聚集地。街区汇集特色选物店、潮牌、艺术空间与咖啡馆，充满年轻活力与时尚气

息，是感受首尔最新潮流文化的必访地点。

第七天 首尔（早/午/-） 酒店：L’Art Hotel/Kintex By K3 Hotel/Hangang Hotel 或同级 
早餐后，前往恩平韩屋村 + 1in1jan Café，这里是首尔近年人气迅速攀升的韩屋村景点，传统韩屋建筑与北汉山景色相互映

衬，充满宁静悠闲氛围。特别安排打卡人气咖啡馆 1in1jan Café，以唯美布置和窗景闻名，是拍照与小憩的绝佳选择。接着

参观拥有千年历史的津宽寺，寺庙建于新罗时代，是首尔历史最悠久的佛教寺院之一。随后前往爱姬峰和平公园（DMZ 非

武装地带），这里是韩国最具意义的和平教育景点之一。漫步和平吊桥，感受连接和平希望的象征意义；特别安排登上爱姬

峰星巴克展望台，这里被誉为 “距离北朝鲜最近的星巴克” ，可透过免费望远镜远眺北朝鲜景色。 最后前往明洞商圈自由购

物，这里汇聚潮流服饰、美妆品牌、特色小吃与各式人气店铺，尽情享受首尔最热闹繁华的购物时光。

DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR- INCHEON (MOB) 

Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to Incheon. 

 

DAY 2: INCHEON-BUSAN (-/L/D) 

Upon arrival, begin your journey with a visit to the spectacular Inspire Aurora Show, an immersive visual experience featuring 

advanced lighting technology, dazzling displays, and dreamlike scenes that create the feeling of stepping into a magical aurora 

world. Next, proceed to Songwol-dong Fairy Tale Village, a colorful attraction filled with fairy tale-themed murals and creative 

installations. The vibrant streets and whimsical atmosphere make it feel like stepping into a storybook world. Continue to 

Chinatown, where Korean and Chinese cultures blend harmoniously, offering a unique cultural experience with distinctive 

architecture and local specialties. After lunch, travel to Busan. Upon arrival, visit Seomyeon Walking Street, one of Busan’s 

most vibrant shopping districts. Filled with trendy fashion boutiques, beauty stores, stylish cafés, and a variety of local delicacies, 

it is the perfect place to experience Busan’s youthful energy and modern lifestyle. 

 

DAY 3: BUSAN (B/L/D) 

After breakfast, visit Haedong Yonggungsa Temple, known as “Korea’s Most Beautiful Seaside Temple.” Unlike most temples 

located deep in the mountains, this stunning temple is built along the coastline overlooking the vast East Sea, making it one of 

Korea’s most iconic seaside landmarks. Next, proceed to Haeundae Beach, one of Korea’s most famous beaches, renowned 

for its beautiful coastline and lively seaside atmosphere. Continue with a ride on the Haeundae Blue Line Park Coastal Train 

(one-way), where you can enjoy breathtaking views of Busan’s coastline as the train travels leisurely along the scenic seaside 

route. Then, visit Cheongsapo Daritdol Skywalk, a glass-floored observatory extending over the ocean, offering spectacular 

views of crashing waves and dramatic coastal scenery. Finally, head to Haeundae Traditional Market, a vibrant local market 

filled with Korean specialties, fresh seafood, and traditional street food, providing the perfect opportunity to experience Busan’s 

local culture and authentic flavors. 

 

DAY 4: BUSAN (B/L/-) 

After breakfast, visit Gamcheon Culture Village & Little Prince Mural Village, a colorful hillside village famous for its vibrant 

houses, artistic murals, creative installations, and charming alleyways. The iconic Little Prince statue is one of Busan’s most 

popular photo spots, making it a must-visit attraction for visitors. Next, proceed to Huinnyeoul Culture Village, often referred 

to as the “Santorini of Busan.” Perched along the coastline, the village offers breathtaking sea views, artistic cafés, and 

picturesque streets filled with a peaceful seaside atmosphere. Continue to BIFF Square, a landmark of the Busan International 

Film Festival and one of Busan’s liveliest shopping and entertainment districts. Then, visit Jagalchi Fish Market, Korea’s largest 

seafood market, where you can experience Busan’s vibrant seafood culture and explore a wide variety of fresh local catches. 

Enjoy free time shopping at Gwangbok Road & Nampo-dong Shopping District, home to trendy fashion boutiques, 

cosmetics stores, popular brands, and delicious local street food. Finally, head to Yongdusan Park (tower admission not 

included), where you can enjoy panoramic views of Busan city and its surrounding scenery. 

 

DAY 5: BUSAN-DAEGU-SUWON (B/L/D) 

After breakfast, depart for Daegu and visit Gyesan Catholic Cathedral, one of Daegu’s most iconic religious landmarks. This 

century-old Gothic-style church features elegant red-brick architecture and a timeless European charm, making it a popular 

filming location for Korean dramas. Next, visit the famous Hanok Starbucks, where traditional Korean hanok architecture blends 

harmoniously with modern café culture. The unique combination of heritage and contemporary design has made it one of 

Korea’s trendiest photo spots in recent years. Continue to Kim Kwang Seok Street, an artistic cultural street dedicated to 

Korea’s beloved folk singer Kim Kwang Seok. The street is lined with murals, sculptures, and musical elements, creating a vibrant 

atmosphere filled with art and nostalgia. Afterwards, travel to Suwon and visit the UNESCO World Heritage Site, Suwon 

Hwaseong Fortress. This magnificent fortress, renowned for its combination of military defense design and architectural beauty, 

is considered one of Korea’s best-preserved ancient fortresses. Stroll along the historic walls and immerse yourself in the rich 

heritage and royal history of the Joseon Dynasty. 

 

  



DAY 6: SUWON-SEOUL (B/L/-) 

After breakfast, proceed to Gyeongbokgung Palace (Hanbok not included), the grandest and most iconic of Korea’s Five 

Grand Palaces. As the main royal palace of the Joseon Dynasty, its magnificent architecture and elegant traditional design 

showcase the rich heritage and history of Korea. It remains one of the country’s most significant historical landmarks. Next, 

stroll through Ikseon-dong Hanok Street, where traditional Korean hanok houses blend beautifully with modern lifestyle 

concepts. The charming narrow alleys are lined with preserved traditional homes that have been transformed into stylish cafés, 

dessert shops, boutique stores, and artisan workshops, making it one of Seoul’s trendiest hotspots for culture and photography. 

Continue to Seongsu-dong Walking Street, often referred to as the “Brooklyn of Seoul.” Once an industrial district, it has 

evolved into a vibrant lifestyle destination filled with trendy concept stores, fashion boutiques, art spaces, and stylish cafés. The 

area perfectly captures Seoul’s youthful energy and contemporary culture. 

**SHOPPING STOP: Korean Ginseng Specialty Store, Korean Cultural Experience Centre – Enjoy a Kimbap DIY Experience 

and Hanbok Wearing Experience, offering a fun and immersive introduction to Korean culture. 

 

DAY 7: SEOUL (B/L/-) 

After breakfast, visit Eunpyeong Hanok Village & 1in1jan Café, one of Seoul’s rapidly rising trendy destinations in recent years. 

Traditional Korean hanok houses set against the beautiful backdrop of Bukhansan Mountain create a peaceful and relaxing 

atmosphere. A special stop is arranged at the popular 1in1jan Café, known for its elegant interior and picturesque window 

views, making it a perfect spot for photography and relaxation. Next, proceed to Jingwansa Temple, a historic Buddhist temple 

with over a thousand years of history dating back to the Silla Dynasty. Surrounded by nature, this tranquil temple is one of 

Seoul’s oldest Buddhist sites and offers a glimpse into Korea’s rich spiritual heritage. Continue to Aegibong Peace Ecopark 

(DMZ – Demilitarized Zone), one of Korea’s most meaningful peace and educational landmarks. Walk across the Peace 

Suspension Bridge, symbolizing hope and reconciliation. A special highlight includes visiting the Aegibong Starbucks 

Observatory, famously known as the “Starbucks closest to North Korea,” where visitors can enjoy distant views of North Korea 

through complimentary telescopes. Finally, enjoy free shopping time at Myeongdong Shopping District, Seoul’s premier 

shopping destination filled with trendy fashion boutiques, popular beauty brands, street food stalls, and exciting retail outlets—

perfect for experiencing the vibrant energy of Seoul.
