DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR - KUNMING (MOB)

Hotel: DoubleTree by Hilton Kunming Airport Hotel or similar

Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to Kunming Changshui International Airport. Upon arrival, transfer to the
hotel for check-in and rest.

DAY 2: KUNMING - DALI (B/L/D)

Hotel: Dali The One Hotel & Resort or similar

After breakfast, proceed to Dali and visit [Ideal State] (Santorini of China), inspired by the famous Greek island of Santorini. The area
features Mediterranean-style architecture with blue-and-white buildings, arches, domes, and stunning lake views. The tour includes a
one-way shuttle buggy ride, exquisite afternoon tea, and popular photo spots. In the afternoon, enjoy a [Jeep ride and a flower sea
photography session] (3 digital photos per person included). Continue to [Dali Ancient Town] and [Foreigner Street] a vibrant
commercial area blending Eastern and Western cultures, Chinese and Western restaurants, jewelry shops and art galleries.

DAY 3: DALI - SHANGRILA (B/L/D)
Hotel: Tanshan Hotel or similar
After breakfast, visit the [Erhai Ecological Corridor] in Dali. Proceed to Shangri-La visit the famous [Tiger Leaping Gorge] (including
round-trip escalator) one of the world's deepest and most spectacular river canyons, situated between Jade Dragon Snow Mountain
and Haba Snow Mountain. It is renowned for its grandeur, ruggedness, and breathtaking landscapes. Upon arrival in Shangri-La, visit
[Dukezong Ancient Town] including [Guishan Park] and the [World’s Largest Prayer Wheel]. The town is one of the best-
preserved and largest Tibetan residential communities in China, with a history of over 1,300 years.

DAY 4: SHANGRILA (B/L/D)

Hotel: Tanshan Hotel or similar

After breakfast, visit [Balagezong Scenic Area] (including eco-bus) known as the “Lost Paradise.” The area features the 5,545-meter-
high Gezong Snow Mountain, Shangri-La Grand Canyon, the thousand-year-old Bala Village, and a natural Buddhist stupa. Explore the
[Echo Wall] (including glass walkway), the [Natural Pagoda] (with internal transport) and [Bala Village].

Note: The road to Balagezong has many sharp bends and high altitude. It is recommended to prepare motion sickness
medication and portable oxygen.



DAY 5: SHANGRILA - LIJIANG (B/L/D)

Hotel: Libre Resort Lijiang or similar

After breakfast, visit [Songzanlin Monastery] (including eco-shuttle bus) the largest Tibetan Buddhist monastery in Yunnan and part of
the Gelug school. It is often referred to as the “Little Potala Palace.” A [Tibetan costume experience] with simple makeup is included,
allowing guests to take memorable photos. After lunch, travel to the foot of Haba Snow Mountain in Sanba Township and visit
[Baishuitai] (White Water Terraces), often called the “Chinese Pamukkale” and the “Fields Left by Immortals.” Continue to Lijiang
afterward.

DAY 6: LIJIANG (B/L/D)

Hotel: Libre Resort Lijiang or similar

After breakfast, visit [Jade Dragon Snow Mountain] and ride the Grand Cable Car to experience China’s southernmost snow-capped
mountain, a national 5A-rated scenic area. Enjoy the spectacular “Impression Lijiang” live outdoor performance, created by
renowned directors Zhang Yimou, Wang Chaoge, and Fan Yue. This grand, original show is set against the breathtaking backdrop of
Jade Dragon Snow Mountain and showcases the traditional culture and spirit of the local people. Then visit [Baishui River] and the
stunning [Blue Moon Valley] (includes shuttle) famous for its turquoise glacial water and dramatic alpine scenery. Then visit [Yushui
Village] built entirely in accordance with traditional Naxi ethnic architectural and lifestyle practices, offering a rich cultural experience.
Finally, explore Black Dragon Pool Park, an excellent location to appreciate natural scenery and learn about Naxi culture.

Note: In the event that the Grand Cable Car is suspended or under maintenance, it will be replaced with the Spruce Meadow
Cable Car.

DAY 7: LIJIANG - KUNMING (B/L/-)

Hotel: Delta Hotels by Marriott Kunming or Similar

After breakfast, visit [Lijiang Ancient Town] and [Sifang Street] an ancient highland town with a history of over 800 years. According
to legend, during the Ming Dynasty, the local Mu chieftain designed Sifang Street in the shape of his official seal, symbolizing authority
over all directions. It was also an important trading hub along the ancient Tea Horse Road. At noon, enjoy Yunnan’s famous specialty
Crossing-the-Bridge Rice Noodles before transferring to the railway station to board a high-speed train back to Kunming.

DAY 8: KUNMING (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit [Daguan Pavilion] a famous historic building located in Daguan Park by Dianchi Lake. It is named for its
panoramic view of Dianchi Lake. Then visit [Nanping Pedestrian Street] one of Kunming’s oldest commercial streets, dating back
over 900 years to the Dali Kingdom period. Stop by [Jinma Biji Archway] which has witnessed significant historical events in modern
Kunming history. In the evening, head to [Mayuan Meter Gauge Park] where century-old meter-gauge railway tracks are preserved.
Combined with street-style graffiti, creative cafés, and the nostalgic atmosphere of old Kunming, it is a perfect place for a retro city walk
and vintage-style photography.After dinner, transfer to the airport for your flight back to Kuala Lumpur.
