DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR- SHANGHAI(MOB)
Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport and proceed with check-in formalities for your flight to Shanghai. Upon
arrival, meet your local guide and transfer to the hotel for check-in and rest.

DAY 2: SHANGHAI-WUXI (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit Nanjing Road Pedestrian Street, Shanghai's most famous shopping boulevard, where century-old brands,
international boutiques, and local delicacies come together to showcase the city's vibrant metropolitan lifestyle.

DAY 3: WUXI-WUZHEN-HANGZHOU (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit Wuzhen East Scenic Area, one of China's most famous ancient water towns. Well-preserved Ming and
Qing Dynasty architecture, stone-paved streets, ancient bridges, tranquil canals, and traditional residences come together to
create a picturesque setting, offering a glimpse into the timeless charm of Jiangnan. Next, proceed to West Lake in Hangzhou,
a UNESCO World Cultural Heritage Site renowned for its breathtaking natural beauty. Stroll along the lakeside and admire the
serene waters, elegant willow trees, ancient bridges, and traditional pavilions, while enjoying the harmonious scenery that has
inspired poets and artists for centuries.

Next,
visit Yanzhou Ancient City, a historic town with over a thousand years of history that once served as an important political,
economic, and cultural centre in western Zhejiang. Stroll through its ancient streets and admire the well -preserved city walls,
memorial archways, and Ming and Qing Dynasty architecture, immersing yourself in its rich historical heritage and timeless
charm. Next, visit Gexian Village + Water Screen Show is built around the Mt. Gexian Scenic Area, taking the immortal
Gexuan’s practice in Mt. Gexian as a clue, integrating the cultural core and elements of Taoism, and striving to create a resort
integrating eco-tourism, leisure vacation, and business leisure. It's a holy place and an excellent fairy village to experience
Taoism culture. Lingbao Fairy Street decorates with lanterns, shops are lined up in rows, full of ancient charm. Large scale
water & laser show - the "Return of Immortality” integrates light, electricity, sound and water to create a landscape-like
visual feast. When the music sounds, water curtains, fountains, full-colour lasers, and 3D images create a fantasy of light and
shadow.

DAY 5: GEXIAN VILLAGE-WANGXIAN VALLEY-SHANGRAO (B/L/-)

After breakfast, visit Mt. Gexian, It is named it after the immortal Gexuan of the Han Dynasty made elixirs here. Take the cable
car (included) to the top of Mt. Gexian to see the real-life version of the Thousand Miles of Rivers and Mountains. Explore
Gexian Peak, where breathtaking views of rolling mountains and mist-covered landscapes await. Continue to Tianjing Terrace,
a scenic viewpoint offering panoramic vistas of the surrounding valleys and an ideal place to pray for blessings while
experiencing the harmony between Taoist culture and nature. Next, proceed to the popular Wangxian Valley, one of China's
most sought-after Instagram-worthy destinations in recent years. Stroll across the Qingyun Bridge, suspended over the valley
with spectacular views of lush forests and flowing streams below. Admire the magnificent Sandieshui and Wangxian Waterfall,
where cascading waters create a stunning natural spectacle. Finally, enjoy an exterior view of the iconic Cliffside Homestays,
dramatically perched on the edge of towering cliffs. Resembling a fairyland retreat, these unique accommodations have become
the signature landmark and one of the most photographed attractions in Wangxiangu Valley.



DAY 6: SHANGRAO-WUYUAN (B/L/-)

After breakfast, visit Shimen Village, a well-preserved Huizhou ancient village nestled among picturesque mountains and rivers.
Its whitewashed walls, black-tiled roofs, and tranquil surroundings beautifully reflect the timeless charm of traditional Huizhou
architecture. Next, proceed to Moon Bay Scenic Area, where the winding river curves gracefully like a crescent moon.
Surrounded by lush greenery and traditional Huizhou -style houses, the breathtaking scenery makes it one of Wuyuan's most
iconic photography destinations. Continue to Shuimo Shanghe, a cultural attraction that combines traditional Huizhou
architecture, ancient streets, and local heritage. Stroll along its stone-paved lanes lined with historic buildings and boutique
shops, and experience the peaceful atmosphere and distinctive charm of Jiangnan water town culture. Finally, visit Xiangao
Ancient City, a historic town that preserves the rich heritage of Huizhou culture. Wander through its ancient streets, charming
alleyways, and traditional architecture, and immerse yourself in the timeless elegance and cultural legacy of this thousand -
year-old ancient city.

DAY 7: WUYUAN-YIXIAN-TUNXI (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit Hongcun, a UNESCO World Cultural Heritage Site and the famous filming location of the award -winning
movie Crouching Tiger, Hidden Dragon. Surrounded by mountains and tranquil waters, the village is renowned for its
whitewashed walls, black-tiled roofs, South Lake, Moon Pond, ancient stone bridges, and well -preserved Huizhou architecture.
The entire village resembles a living Chinese ink painting, showcasing the timeless charm of traditional Huizhou culture.
Afterwards, proceed to Tunxi Old Street, a historic commercial street with a history dating back several hundred years. Lined
with well-preserved Ming and Qing Dynasty buildings featuring traditional Huizhou architectural style, the street is regarded
as one of the best-preserved ancient commercial streets from the Song Dynasty in China. Stroll through its charming lanes,
sample authentic local delicacies, and browse a variety of traditional handicrafts and specialty souvenirs while experiencing the
rich cultural heritage of Huizhou.

DAY 8: TUNXI-KUALA LUMPUR (B/L/MOB)

After breakfast, visit to Huizhou Museum display the historical changes of the Huizhou thru exhibits, display boards, animations,
sand tables and other. The exhibited hall divided into several themes, such as "Huizhou in the World", "Remembering Huizhou",
"Finding Ancestor Trip in Huizhou" etc. which leading the audience to travel through time and space and feel the profound
heritage of Huizhou culture. After lunch, transfer to Tunxi International Airport and proceed with check-in formalities for your
flight back to Kuala Lumpur
