DAY 3 DENGFENG 2H - LUOYANG (B/L/D)

After breakfast, After breakfast, take a high-speed train to Zhengzhou, then travel by coach to Xuchang. Visit Cao Wei Ancient City
Walking through its streets feels like stepping back in time to the era of Cao Cao.
