DAY 1 KUALA LUMPUR - ZHENGZHOU (MOB)
Hotel: Xingangwanhua Hotelor similar
Meet at Kuala Lumpur International Airport, after check in, fly to Xiamen Airport, pick up and check into the hotel to rest.

DAY 2 ZHENGZHOU — DENGFENG (B/L/D)

Hotel: Dengfeng Guansongshan Hotel or similar

After breakfast, visit Huangdi’s Hometown Scenic Area in Xinzheng, the birthplace, place of achievements, and capital of Xuanyuan Huangdi
(the Yellow Emperor), the common cultural ancestor of the Chinese nation. In the afternoon, explore Shaolin Temple and Pagoda Forest (with
shuttle and audio guide). Learn “Baduanijin” health exercise and basic Shaolin kung fu moves under the guidance of Shaolin monks.

DAY 3 DENGFENG - LUOYANG (B/L/D)

Hotel: Luoyang Wudu Lizon Hotel or similar

White Horse Temple Founded in 68 ADS, it is the first official Buddhist temple in China and regarded as the "Cradle of Chinese Buddhism." A
sacred pilgrimage site with ancient trees and serene surroundings. [Lijing Gate + Ming & Qing Street Explore the grand entrance to ancient
Luoyang, (experience a Han-style welcome ceremony including traditional costumes, etiquette learning, and a souvenir passport scroll) The
street features restored heritage architecture, offering a deep cultural immersion. Luoyi Ancient City A trending cultural landmark that blends
history, night markets, folk performances, and intangible heritage crafts. Built along a scenic waterway, it's perfect for photo ops, food tasting,
and enjoying traditional performances.

DAY 4 LUOYANG — MOUNT HUA (B/L/D)

Hotel: Huashan Lizhi International Hotel or similar

Longmen Grottoes (incl. round-trip shuttle & headset) One of China’s three great Buddhist grottoes, carved during the Northern Wei dynasty
and developed over 400 years. Home to over 100,000 Buddha statues, including the majestic Vairocana Buddha, praised as the “Eastern Mona
Lisa.” After lunch, proceed to Mount Hua and check in to hotel.

DAY 5 MOUNT HUA - XI’AN (1.5 HRS) (B/L/D)

Hotel: Holiday Inn Express Xi’an or similar

Mount Hua (incl. North Peak cable car & mountain shuttle) Ride the cable car to the North Peak and explore the legendary “most dangerous
mountain in China.” Enjoy breathtaking views of rugged cliffs and soaring peaks, and immerse yourself in the spirit of “sword duels on Mount
Hua.” Bell & Drum Tower Square A central landmark in Xi'an, known for its majestic towers and stunning night lights. A must-visit for history
lovers and photographers alike. Muslim Quarter Xi'an’s most famous food street, brimming with local Halal snacks like Roujiamo (Chinese
burger), Lamb Pao Mo (flatbread in lamb soup), and soup dumplings. It's a flavorful dive into the city’s folk culture and street food heritage.

DAY 6 XI’AN — LINTONG (1 HRS) (B/L/D)

Hotel: Holiday Inn Express Xi’an or similar

Terracotta Warriors of Emperor Qin Shi Huang Known as the Eighth Wonder of the World, this vast underground army features thousands of
life-sized soldiers and horses, reflecting the powerful military might of the Qin Dynasty. In the afternoon, enjoy the large-scale live performance
“The Legend of Camel Bells” (Camel Bell Legend), which tells the legendary story of camel caravans traveling westward and returning along
the Silk Road. Big Wild Goose Pagoda (Exterior View) A signature landmark of Xi’an, originally built in the Tang Dynasty for Master Xuanzang
to store Buddhist scriptures brought back from India. A symbol of Sino-Indian cultural exchange. Grand Tang Dynasty Ever-Bright City A vibrant
pedestrian zone that recreates the Tang Dynasty's royal splendor with immersive lights, performances, local cuisine, and artistic displays. A
perfect place for night strolls and photos.

DAY 7 XI'AN (HIGH-SPEED RAIL) ZHENGZHOU - KAIFENG (B/L/D)

Hotel: Qiana Qianxun Hotel Kaifeng or similar

Ming City Wall — Changle Gate, One of the main gates of Xi’an’s ancient city wall, well-preserved and grand in scale. Akey site for understanding
Ming Dynasty city defense systems and the historical layout of the ancient capital. Yongxingfang Cultural Street A vibrant cultural block offering
intangible heritage foods, traditional crafts, and folk performances. Enjoy local snacks from across Shaanxi, try calligraphy, or watch a shadow
puppet show for an immersive cultural experience. Transfer to Zhengzhou via High-Speed Train Gulou Night Market A bustling local night
market filled with street food stalls, local delicacies, and lively crowds. It's a favorite evening hangout for both locals and travelers to experience
authentic Henan nightlife.

DAY 8 KAIFENG - ZHENGZHOU - KUALA LUMPUR (B/L/D)

Kaifeng — Memorial Temple of Lord Bao (Bao Gong Ci) A museum and memorial honoring Bao Zheng, the iconic upright judge of the Song
Dynasty. Exhibits include historical sculptures, case reenactments, and cultural displays—ideal for families and students to learn through travel.
Continue to Qingming Shanghe Garden A Song Dynasty-themed cultural park inspired by the famous scroll painting “Along the River During
the Qingming Festival’. It vividly recreates ancient capital life, from bustling markets to traditional customs In the evening, experience the bustling
night atmosphere of “MengHualu— Dream of the Prosperous Song Dynasty Experience the dazzling night view (inspired by the drama Meng
Hualu), capturing the splendor of ancient Kaifeng at night. After dinner, transfer to the airport for your flight home.
