Upon arrival, proceed to Aegibong Peace Ecopark, located near the Demilitarized Zone (DMZ) in Gimpo, South Korea. This
symbolic park represents the harmony between peace and ecology, offering a meaningful glimpse into the hopes for
reconciliation on the Korean Peninsula.

The Cliff Café, one of the most scenic and popular
seaside cafés in Jeju, located along the Seogwipo coastline. Known for its stunning ocean -view terrace and Mediterranean-
style architecture.

DAY 4: JEJU ISLAND-GIMPO-CHUNCHEON-INCHEON (B/L/D)

After breakfast, take a domestic flight to Gimpo Airport. Upon arrival, transfer to Chuncheon for visit the romantic Nami Island,
a picturesque destination known for its beauty in all four seasons. Made famous as a filming location for the popular K-drama
Winter Sonata, the island features straight-lined ginkgo tree avenues, tranquil lakeside views, and fairytale-like forest trails.
Continue to Nine Peaks Mountain Café Street (Gubongsan Café Street), often dubbed “Korea’s Santorini” for its whitewashed
buildings and Mediterranean blue accents. The standout here is the Santorini Café, a top -rated photo spot featuring stunning
terraces, artistic decorations, and panoramic views is perfect for Instagram-worthy shots. Take a leisurely stroll to the
Gubongsan Santorini Park, where can enjoy breathtaking vistas of the entire Greek-inspired village set against a backdrop of
rolling hills and forested landscapes.

DAY 5: INCHEON-SEOUL (B/L/-)

After breakfast, proceed to visit INSPIRE Entertainment Resort, Korea's largest and most futuristic integrated resort. One of
its major highlights is Korea’s largest Sky LED Marine Show, an immersive, dreamlike underwater spectacle that uses a massive
LED dome and advanced oceanic projections to transport you into a breathtaking deep -sea world a truly mesmerizing blend
of technology and art. Next, visit Songwol-dong Fairytale Village, a colorful neighborhood painted with scenes and characters
from beloved fairy tales such as Little Red Riding Hood and Alice in Wonderland. Every alley is bursting with childlike wonder
and dreamy charm. Then, explore Incheon Chinatown, Korea's only official Chinatown with over a century of history. Next, visit
Forest Outing Café, a popular Instagram-worthy café known for its nature-inspired décor and refreshing ambiance. The café
features hand-crafted coffee, forest-themed desserts, and beautifully plated treats. Afterward, proceed to Mangwon Market,
one of Seoul’s most beloved traditional markets among locals. The market preserves the vibrant charm of Korean street life
and traditional food culture.



DAY 6: SEOUL (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit Gyeongbokgung Palace with a Hanbok-wearing experience. As the main palace of the Joseon Dynasty,
Gyeongbokgung is the most iconic among Korea's five grand palaces, renowned for its majestic architecture and profound
historical significance. Strolling through the palace grounds in traditional hanbok is the perfect way to immerse yourself in the
elegance and charm of Korea's royal heritage. Continue to Cheonggyecheon Stream River, a man-made urban stream that
flows for about 11 kilometers through the heart of Seoul. With walking paths, greenery, and art installations along both sides,
it's a popular spot for locals to stroll and relax, as well as a favorite photo location for tourists. Next, explore Gwanghwamun
Square, the square features towering statues of Admiral Yi Sun-sin and King Sejong the Great is representing Korea's valor and
wisdom. Proceed to lkseon-dong Hanok Village, nestled in Jongno District. Unlike the quiet elegance of Bukchon, Ikseon-
dong is known for its retro and artistic vibes. The narrow alleys are lined with preserved hanok (traditional Korean houses),
many of which have been creatively transformed into charming cafés, dessert shops, craft studios, and lifestyle boutiques. End
the day with free shopping time at Hongdae shopping street, one of Seoul’s trendiest neighborhoods. The vibrant district is
packed with fashion boutiques, beauty stores, indie designer shops, creative street art, and live performances.

The 1 in 1 Jan Café, a popular Instagram-worthy café
famous for its aesthetic interiors and scenic window views is perfect for both a break and a photo opportunity. Next, proceed
to the Seaweed Museum, where you will learn about the history and production process of Korean seaweed. Enjoy a hands-
on Gimbap DIY experience, where you'll have fun making your own Korean-style seaweed rice rolls. Continue to Myeongdong
Shopping District for free time to explore. As one of Seoul’'s most popular shopping havens, Myeongdong is home to a wide
range of K-beauty brands, trendy fashion stores, and delicious street food. The Myeongdong Cathedral is a beautiful example
of Gothic architecture and a significant religious and cultural landmark, popular among visitors for photos.
