DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR-INCHEON (MOB)
Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to Incheon.

DAY 2: INCHEON-BUSAN (-/L/D) Hotel: 4xGNB Hotel/Busan Connect or similar
Upon arrival, proceed to Inspire Entertainment Resort (including the Aurora Show), Korea’s largest and most futuristic
integrated leisure destination. Next, visit Songwol-dong Fairytale Village, a colorful neighborhood painted with scenes and
characters from beloved fairy tales such as Little Red Riding Hood and Alice in Wonderland. Every alley is bursting with childlike
wonder and dreamy charm. Then, explore Incheon Chinatown, Korea’s only official Chinatown with over a century of history.
Afterwards, transfer to the KTX station and take the high-speed train to Busan. Upon arrival, visit Jagalchi Fish Market, the
largest seafood market in Korea, where a dazzling array of fresh seafood showcases the authentic charm of a traditional fishing
port. Next, head to BIFF Square, a vibrant cultural street named after the Busan International Film Festival. This trendy area is
a popular landmark packed with local food, shopping, and lively street performances.

Day 3: BUSAN (B/L/D) Hotel: 4*«GNB Hotel/Busan Connect or similar
After breakfast, visit Haedong Yonggungsa Temple, located on the eastern coast of Busan. It is one of the rare seaside temples
in Korea, built against a backdrop of mountains and sea, and is acclaimed as “the most beautiful coastal temple.” Next, head to
Haeundae Blueline Park and board the Sky Capsule (4 people per capsule). This scenic route was built along a former
coastal railway line, where you can enjoy a slow and relaxing ride in a fully transparent capsule, offering breathtaking views of
Haeundae’s coastline. Continue with a walk to the Cheongsapo Romantic Lighthouse, a small fishing village made famous for
its red and white twin lighthouses and seaside cafés often dubbed the “Little Santorini of Busan.” Then, visit the Songdo
Yonggung Cloud Bridge, a 127-meter-long suspension bridge connecting Songdo Beach to Turtle Island with a glass-
bottomed floor and sweeping ocean views. Wrap up the day with free shopping time at Nampo-dong Street, Busan’s most
popular shopping district.

DAY 4: BUSAN- JEJU ISLAND (B/L/D) Hotel: 4+ Hotel with Jeju/Art Stay Hotel or similar
After breakfast, visit Gamcheon Culture Village, often referred to as “the Machu Picchu of Korea.” One of the most iconic
photo spots is the “Little Prince and the Fox” statue, perched on a viewing platform facing the mountains and sea, as if quietly
listening to the stories of the world. Later, board a domestic flight to Jeju Island. Upon arrival, visit to Yongduam Rock (Dragon
Head Rock), a dramatic coastal rock formation shaped like a dragon's head. Formed over centuries by volcanic activity and sea
erosion, it stands as one of Jeju's most iconic natural wonders. Next, enjoy a scenic visit to Dodu-dong Rainbow Coastal Road,
a vibrant seaside promenade famous for its colorful buildings and stunning ocean views is perfect for photos and leisurely
strolls.

DAY 5: JEJU ISLAND (B/L/D) Hotel: 4+ Hotel with Jeju/Art Stay Hotel or similar
After breakfast, visit Seongsan lichulbong (Sunrise Peak), a UNESCO World Natural Heritage site located on the eastern tip
of Jeju Island. This volcanic crater is famous for its breathtaking sunrise views. Hike to the summit for panoramic views of the
ocean and the island's unique geological. Next, explore Seongeup Folk Village, a well-preserved traditional village showcasing
Jeju’s ancient stone houses and folk culture. Seongsan Citrus Farm located in the Seongsan area, this citrus orchard offers a
wide variety of Jeju’s signature citrus products—perfect as sweet and tasty souvenirs. From winter to spring, visitors can also
enjoy a hands-on citrus-picking experience, making it a fun seasonal activity. O’Sulloc Tea Museum (complimentary one
green tea ice cream per person) is one of Korea's most popular green tea cultural spaces, the museum offers tea tasting, tea
art exhibitions, stylish tea product displays, and scenic photo spots in the surrounding tea fields. Proceed to Jusangjeolli Cliff,
a striking natural formation of hexagonal basalt columns created by cooling lava from volcanic activity. Towering along the
coast like a massive stone fortress, the columns are a magnificent example of nature’s artistry. The Cliff Café, one of the most
scenic and popular seaside cafés in Jeju, located along the Seogwipo coastline. Known for its stunning ocean -view terrace and
Mediterranean-style architecture.



DAY 6: JEJU ISLAND-SEOUL (B/L/D) Hotel: 4« L'Art Hotel / Recenz Hotel / Golden City Hotel or similar
After breakfast, take a domestic flight back to Seoul. Next, visit Eunpyeong Hanok Village, located in northern Seoul at the
foot of Bukhansan Mountain. As the largest cluster of newly built hanok (traditional Korean houses) in the city, the village is
known for its tranquil atmosphere and beautiful harmony between traditional architecture and surrounding greenery. The 1 in
1 Jan Café, a popular Instagram-worthy café famous for its aesthetic interiors and scenic window views is perfect for both a
break and a photo opportunity. End the day with free shopping time at Hongdae shopping street, one of Seoul's trendiest
neighborhoods. The vibrant district is packed with fashion boutiques, beauty stores, indie designer shops, creative street art,
and live performances.

DAY 7: SEOUL (B/L/-) Hotel: 4« L'Art Hotel / Recenz Hotel / Golden City Hotel or similar
After breakfast, visit Gyeongbokgung Palace with a Hanbok-wearing experience. As the main palace of the Joseon Dynasty,
Gyeongbokgung is the most iconic among Korea's five grand palaces, renowned for its majestic architecture and profound
historical significance. Strolling through the palace grounds in traditional hanbok is the perfect way to immerse yourself in the
elegance and charm of Korea's royal heritage. Proceed to lkseon-dong Hanok Village, nestled in Jongno District. Unlike the
quiet elegance of Bukchon, Ikseon-dong is known for its retro and artistic vibes. The narrow alleys are lined with preserved
hanok (traditional Korean houses), many of which have been creatively transformed into charming cafés, dessert shops, craft
studios, and lifestyle boutiques. Gwangjang Market is one of Seoul’s oldest and most popular traditional markets. It is home
to a vibrant array of hanbok shops and fabric stores, as well as countless local food stalls offering authentic Korean street snacks.
Continue to Myeongdong Shopping District for free time to explore. As one of Seoul’s most popular shopping havens,
Myeongdong is home to a wide range of K-beauty brands, trendy fashion stores, and delicious street food.
