Tashichho Dzong: The “fortress of the glorious religion”—seat
of the throne room and central monastic body, rebuilt in classic
Bhutanese style without nails.

Khamsum Yuelley Namgyal Chorten: Gentle hike through
fields along the Mo Chhu to a stunning hilltop stupa consecrated
in 1999 —beautiful valley panoramas.

Sangchhen Dorji Lhuendrup Nunnery: Ridge-top complex
amid pines overlooking Punakha and Wangdue; highlights
include a 14-foot bronze Avalokiteshvara and workshops where
nuns learn embroidery, thangka painting, and statue making.

Walk down to Rinpung Dzong (“Fortress of a Heap of Jewels”)
with richly painted galleries and courtyards.

Optional (extra cost): Traditional farmhouse hot stone bath
(Dotsho)—river-heated stones and herbal soak to ease the
day’s travel.
