+ Maijishan Grottoes (including EV) - 142 meters high, it
named “Maijishan” because the mountain resembles a wheat
stack. Built between 384 and 417, they boast 221 caves,
10,632 clay and stone sculptures, and over 1,300 square
meters of murals. Known as an oriental sculpture museum,
they are a dazzling artistic gem and a highly anticipated tourist
destination along the Golden Route of the Ancient Silk Road.

Known as “Little Jiuzhaigou,” it is a popular destination
for photographers.

» Zhagana (including shuttle ride) — A natural lake on the

Rer Da Dam Grassland, Huahu Lake is the second largest
grassland in China after the Hulunbuir Grassland, often
called the “blue sapphire” embedded in the grassland. It is also
the best place to observe the nationally protected black-necked
crane. In 2005, it was officially designated the “Hometown of
the Black-necked Crane.”

» Ruo’ergai Grassland

- First Bend of the Yellow River (uphill escalator) — you
reach the First Bend of the Yellow River. Climbing a small
hill, the breathtaking view of the bend unfolds before your
eyes. Among the ninety-nine bends of the Yellow River, the
First Bend and Hukou Waterfall are regarded as the most
beautiful natural landscapes.

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» Langmu Temple — Known as “Oriental Little Switzerland.”
Built along the mountainside, with its magnificent golden
rooftops. You can climb up for a panoramic view;

- Guomang Wetland — One of the important water sources of
the upper Yellow River and the origin of Tao River, the largest
tributary of the Yellow River. It lies at the core area of Gahai-
Zecha National Nature Reserve and serves as an important
habitat for migratory birds such as the black-necked crane.

Xiahe - Lanzhou 3.5H)

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+ Labrang Monastery — It is one of the six major monasteries
of the Gelug school of Tibetan Buddhism and is globally
recognized as a “world center for Tibetan studies.” It opened to
tourists in 1980 and serves as the political and religious center
of the Gannan region. Labrang Monastery preserves China’s
most complete system of Tibetan Buddhist education. The
oldest and only surviving temple built during the time of the

1st Jamyang Zhabdrung, located next to the Great Sutra Hall,
remains part of the Lower College.

+ Sangke Grassland — One of the main grasslands of Gannan
Tibetan Autonomous Prefecture.

- Bafang Thirteen Lanes — A historic and culturally rich
neighborhood, surrounded by quaint traditional residences. It
is a perfect destination for photography enthusiasts.
