- Kokura Castle (photo stop) - is a historic Japanese castle
located in Kitakyushu. Also is surrounded by a scenic park
and houses a museum that explores local history and samurai
culture, making it a popular cultural and tourist destination.

» Tanga Market - is a lively traditional market known as the
“Kitchen of Kitakyushu.” Established in the early 20th century,
it features narrow alleys lined with stalls selling fresh seafood,
produce, meats, local delicacies, and street food.

* Mojiko Port (photo stop) - is a historic port district known
for its preserved Meiji- and Taisho-era architecture and scenic
waterfront views.

* Kanmon Pedestrian Tunnel - is a unique underwater
walkway connecting the cities of Shimonoseki (Honshu) and
Moji (Kyushu) beneath the Kanmon Strait. Opened in 1958, it
stretches about 780 meters and sits roughly 60 meters below
sea level.

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+ Kintaikyo Bridge - Has been lwakuni’s most distinguished
landmark and a subject of admiration for hundreds of years.
The elegant, wooden bridge makes five bold arches onto
massive stone pillars as it crosses over the Nishiki River.

* Yanai Goldfish Lantern DIY - are a traditional Japanese
craft, especially popular in Yanai City, Yamaguchi Prefecture.
These lanterns, shaped like goldfish, are made by hand using
bamboo and Japanese paper, often dyed red and white.
Making your own Yanai goldfish lantern *closed every Tuesday
* Hofu Tenman-gu - is one of Japan’s oldest shrines
dedicated to Sugawara no Michizane, the deity of learning

and scholarship. The shrine features beautiful traditional
architecture, scenic grounds, and seasonal beauty.

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+ Akiyoshido Cave - The massive limestone cave has a total
length of about nine kilometers, of which one kilometer is open
to the public. The cave is spacious and easy to navigate, with
ample lighting, paved paths and leveled steps.

« Motonosumi Shrine - is a shrine along the coast of the Sea
of Japan. In recent years, the shrine has gained popularity due
to its photogenic qualities and scenic location.

+ Tsunoshima Ohashi Bridge - was open in 2000 and known
as one of the longest (1780m) free bridge to islands. The
bridge and the blue Amagase sea perfectly matches as a
landscape. It will be not too long before this place becomes the
best landscape spot of North Nagato coast.

07 Oita - Kumamoto - Nagasaki

+ Umi Jigoku - is one of the most famous hot springs in
Beppu, Oita. Named for its striking cobalt-blue water that
resembles the sea, this geothermal hot spring was formed by a
volcanic explosion over 1,200 years ago.

* Yufuin Floral Village - Is the amusement facility that
recreated the streets of the Cotswolds region in England.

You can enjoy strolling, gourmet and shopping with beautiful
flowers in the Village.

+ Aso-Kuju National Park - is known for its dramatic volcanic
landscapes and diverse natural beauty. The park is home to
Mount Aso, one of the world’s largest active volcanic calderas,
and the Kuju Mountain Range, famous for hiking and hot
springs.

+ Megane Bridge (photo stop) - is a historic stone bridge in
Nagasaki, famous for its elegant double arches that resemble
a pair of eyeglasses when reflected in the river below.

- Okawachiyama Village (Pottery Experience) - is a
picturesque mountain village known as the “Village of Secret
Kilns.” Today, the village preserves its traditional charm with
stone-paved streets, old workshops, and galleries where

visitors can watch artisans at work and buy exquisite ceramics.
