The stronghold was later remade in the 1960’s
as a concrete reconstruction.

Kitakata Ramen Museum: Kitakata ramen is a type of ramen
originating from Kitakata city known for its distinctive features,
such as flat, curly noodles and a soy sauce-based broth. The
museum showcases the history and development of Kitakata
ramen, highlighting its cultural significance in the region.

Zao (Ropeway included): Visiting Zao Onsen during the
winter season to witness the natural beauty of the Snow
Monsters. Take the cable car that provides access to the
higher elevations of the ski resort.
