Wudian City - Featuring Minnan-style red brick buildings
from the Ming, Qing, and Republic of China periods, it has
survived urban redevelopment and is under continuous
protection.

Anping Bridge - Located in Quanzhou, Fujian, it connects
Jinjiang and Nan'an. It is the longest medieval beam-style
stone bridge and the longest surviving seaport stone bridge
in China, known as "the longest bridge in the world.”

Wulin Ancient Village - Located in Jinjiang, Quanzhou, in the
heart of the Minnan Golden Triangle, just across from
Taiwan, and surrounded by the sea on three sides.
Minnan-Taiwan Museum - A national-level museum focused
on the historical relationship between Mainland China and
Taiwan. (Closed on Mondays)

Xianpu Village - A famous fishing village and historical
cultural site with rich resources.
