Lugu Lake is isolated from the world, and the
only means of transportation on the lake is the Mosuo people's
unique "pig trough boat."(Boat ride included)

e Liwubi Island: Liwubi Island is located in the central-southern
part of Lugu Lake. The island is home to the Tibetan Buddhist
temple, Liwubi Temple. Liwubi Island, Heiwawu Island, and Lige
Peninsula are the three most scenic and valuable attractions in
the lake, collectively known as the "Penglai Three Islands." After
the tour, drive to Lijiang.
