Orgulje). This massive underwater instrument, designed by
architect Nikola Basi¢, plays musical notes generated by the sea.
The constantly shifting waves never play the same tune twice.
Together with the wave energy that makes the Sea Organ’s
sound, it produces a trippy light show from sunset to sunrise
that’s meant to simulate the solar system. It also collects
enough energy to power the entire harbour- front lighting
system with the Greeting to the Sun.
