The original name of the Red Square was "Torge", which means
"market" Its predecessor was the "out-of-town commercial and industrial
district" opened up by lvan lll in the east of the city at the end of the 15th
century.

St. Basil's cathedral (the exterior is colorful, and the 9 onion heads
ofdifferent shapes form one of the most famous landmarks in Russia).
The Tomb of the Unknown soldier a holy place that Russians are
alwaysproud of, commemorating the millions of lives lost in the war, and
theunextinguished torch is a symbol of patriotism and revolutionary
heroism.

Alexander Garden Lenin's Mausoleum, a pilgrimage site in the forme
rSoviet Union (Lenin's Mausoleum is closed from time to time).

The Kremlin (Visit inside, closed on Thursdays) The main buildingwas built
in the 14th century. [t was once the palace of the Russian Tsar. Now it is the
office of the Russian Presidential Palace and the national leader; on the
north side is the National History Museum (exterior), and on the east side
s the State GUM Department Store, one of the world's ten famous depart-
ment stores, allowing you tofreely experience the beautiful scenery and
food of Russia.

Cathedral of christ the savior the largest Orthodox church in Moscow.
Zalitiev Park The scenic area has churches, theaters, hotels,multimedia
centers, and natural landscape areas that simulate the four climate zones
of Russia.

After breakfast at the hotel, we will go to Sergiev Posad, a small town
inthe Golden Ring. Itis a picture sque city with unique architecture. It is also
one of the cities in the Golden Ring of Russia. Enjoy the pastoralsceneryand
localcustoms of the suburbs of Moscow.

Trinity Sergius Lavra It is one of the oldest churches in the Orthodox
Church, consisting of the Holy Trinity Church, Dukhov Church, Lavra Church,
Assumption Church, chapel, public hall, Smolensk, Tsar's Palace and
88-meter-high bell tower. The Holy Trinity Church is the core of the monas-
tery. Enjoy a special lunch of Russian Internet celebrities in the local area.
Moscow Metro Station Russia's famous underground art palace.

Moscow University was founded on January 12, 1755, and is the oldest
university in Russia. After the new main building of the university was built
on Sparrow Hills in 1953, Moscow University moved to Sparrow Hills.
Stalinist buildings are typical centralized buildings with large bases and
high spires, revealing strong "monist" values.

Lenin Hill Observation Deck it is the highest point in Moscow, with an
altitude of 220 meters. Return to the hotel after dinner. You can also watch
the circus at your own expense in the evening (circus performances are
only held on weekends in winter)

Breakfast at the hotel, go to the airport and take a flight to Murmansk.
Murmansk is the only ice-free port in northern Russia, and is navigable all
year round. The Murmansk region has a unique phenomenon of tree
hangings, where the branches and leaves of trees change shape due to
the weight of frost and snow. The shape of the tree hangings is larger than
that of the tree hangings in China's snow village, which is a unique wonder
in Murmansk.

e We started our one-day trip to the Arctic Circle in the city closest to the

North Pole: first we visited the Alyosha Statue and the Arctic Longitude
and Latitude Monument.

Lenin Nuclear-Powered Icebreaker (Visit inside, closed every Monday and
Tuesday) "Lenin" is the world's first nuclear-powered surface ship. It was
built on August 24, 1956, sailed for 30 years, and was officially retired in
1989 and moored in Murmansk Port. After the visit, let's appreciate
Murmansk Port, one of the four major ice-free ports in the world.
