e Daming Lake (Enjoy magnolias in late March or around April):
Daming Lake is located in Jinan, Shandong Province. It is one of
the most famous attractions in Jinan City and is known as the
"Pearl of the Spring City". The lake area is shaded by green trees,
the water surface is wide, there are many islands in the lake, and
the scenery is picturesque. Daming Lake is not only beautiful in
nature, but also carries a rich history and culture.

Based on the weather in Shandong in previous years and the blooming periods of major flowers, it is recommended to
schedule the trip between April 5th and April 25th. This will ensure that guests can witness the peak bloom of
Shandong's main flowers. Additionally, the itinerary has already taken into account the blooming times and optimal
viewing periods for flowers across various regions in Shandong. Regarding temperatures, in mid-April, cities like Jinan,
Heze, Qufu, and Tai'an will be 5-8 degrees Celsius warmer than Qingdao and Yantai.

The vehicles used by our company are divided into 37-seat and 53-seat models. Therefore, for groups of 16 to 25 people,
a 37-seat vehicle will be used, and for groups of 26 to 38 people, a 53-seat vehicle will be used.

Strawberry picking will be added in April, water peaches or nectarines will be available for picking from May to July,
grapes in September, and apples from September to November.
