® Diexi Lake: Diexi Lake is known for its crystal-clear, emer-
ald-green waters, beneath which the submerged ruins of an
ancient town can still be faintly seen.

With a long and rich history, it is a
culturally vibrant town that has served as a key military and
commercial hub connecting Sichuan, Gansu, and Qinghai since
the Tang Dynasty. The town features remarkably well-preserved
Ming Dynasty city walls and reflects a harmonious blend of Han,
Tibetan, and Qiang cultures.

e Jiuzhaigou Scenic Area (including public eco-friendly buses):
Jiuzhaigou is located in Aba Tibetan and Qiang Autonomous
Prefecture, Sichuan Province. It is a famous natural scenic reserve
in China. It is famous for its dreamy alpine lakes, waterfalls,
colorful forests and rich Tibetan and Qiang culture. It is named
"Jiuzhaigou" because there are nine Tibetan villages distributed
in the valley. It is known as "fairyland on earth" and "fairy tale
world" and is a world natural heritage site.

e Nuorilang Waterfall, Shuzheng Lake, Mirror Lake: Nuorilang
Waterfall is the widest waterfall in Jiuzhaigou, measuring about
20 meters in height and 320 meters in width. With its thunderous
cascades and majestic presence, it stands as one of the most
iconic landmarks of the park. The Shuzheng Lakes are a stunning
cluster of more than a dozen terraced lakes of varying sizes.
Mirror Lake is famed for its perfectly still, glass-like surface, which
reflects the surrounding scenery with incredible clarity. On a
calm, sunny day, the mountains, forests, sky, and clouds appear
mirrored on the water, creating a dreamlike and serene atmo-
sphere.

e Traditional Tibetan Village: The traditional Tibetan villages are
located in the western Sichuan Plateau region and have been
home to Tibetan people for generations. They feature rich ethnic
customs and unique highland architectural styles. The villages
mostly consist of Tibetan-style stone and wood houses with flat
roofs and bright colors.

e Muni Valley Scenic Area: MuniValley is an important part of the
Huanglong Scenic Area, known for its primeval forests, calcified
pools, waterfalls, and Tibetan culture. The main attractions
include the Zaga Waterfall and Erdao Lake. Zaga Waterfall is the
tallest calcified waterfall in China, grand and majestic.

e Dujiangyan: Dujiangyan is the world’s oldest irrigation system
stillin use today, built in the 3rd century BC during the reign of Qin
King Zhaowang, led by Li Bing and his son. The project
iIngeniously uses natural terrain to divert water and manage
sediment. It still functions in flood control, irrigation, and water
supply.

e Yangtianwo Selfie Panda Statue: This sculpture depicts a giant
panda lying on its back, "holding" a huge smartphone and taking
a selfie. It is inspired by a real incident in 2005 when a panda
wandered into the urban area of Dujiangyan. The artwork is
playful and modern, symbolizing Dujiangyan’s identity as the
“Panda City” and serving as a new cultural landmark.

It is located in Majia Valley, Yutang Town,
Dujiangyan City, Sichuan Province, adjacent to the World Cultural
Heritage sites — the Dujiangyan lIrrigation System and Mount
Qingcheng.

e Emei Mountain Intangible Cultural Heritage Museum:
This is a comprehensive cultural center dedicated to displaying
and preserving the intangible cultural heritage of the Emei
Mountain area. As one of China’s four great Buddhist mountains,
Emei Mountain has a rich history and religious tradition.

e Baoguo Temple: Baoguo Temple is the gateway monastery for
Buddhist activities on Mount Emei and the first significant temple
that visitors encounter when entering the mountain.

® Fuhu Temple: Located within the Mount Emei Scenic Area in
Leshan City, Sichuan Province, Fuhu Temple is not far from
Baoguo Temple. It was first built during the Tang Dynasty and
was originally named “Honghui Temple.”

e Leshan Giant Buddha (by boat): The Leshan Giant Buddha is
located on Lingyun Mountain in Leshan City, Sichuan Province, at
the confluence of the Min River, Qingyi River, and Dadu River. It is
the largest stone-carved statue of Maitreya Buddha in the world.

e Kuanzhai Alley, Chunxi Road, Taikoo Li: These are some of
Chengdu’s most iconic cultural and commercial areas. Kuanzhai
Alley (literally “"Wide and Narrow Alleys” ) is a historic district
composed of three parallel ancient streets: Kuan Alley (Wide
Alley), Zhai Alley (Narrow Alley), and Jing Alley (Well Alley).
Chunxi Road is one of Chengdu’s busiest and most well-known
pedestrian shopping streets. Taikoo Li Chengdu is a high-end,
low-density open-air commercial complex located in the heart of
the Chunxi Road business district.
