Jade Emperor Peak (Yuhuangding): Also known as “Heavenly
Pillar Peak,” it is the highest point on Mount Tai and the best
place to watch the sunrise. Bixia Temple (Bixia Ci): Dedicated to
Bixia Yuanjun (the "Empress of Mount Tai"), an important
goddess in Taoism. Taian Old Street: This historic street preserves
many Ming and Qing dynasty buildings, with stone-paved alleys,
traditional shops, and a rich atmosphere of local culture and
heritage.
