e The "Little Waist" (Xiaoman Yao): is located near the Chigang
Tower on Yizhou Island in Haizhu District, Guangzhou, Guang-
dong Province, 125 meters from the southern bank of the Pearl
River, and across the river from Zhujiang New Town, Huacheng
Square, and Haixinsha Island. The main body of the Guangzhou
Tower is 454 meters high, the antenna mast reaches 146 meters,
and the total height is 600 meters, making it the tallest tower in
China and a national AAAA-level tourist attraction.

e Shamian Park: Located in the picturesque southern part of
Shamian Island, covering an area of 21,400 square meters. It was
originally the former Embankment Garden and Queen’s Garden
within the British and French concession. In 1953, it was planned
as a park and opened to the publicin 1960 after its completion. In
1980, during the construction of the White Swan Hotel, the park
was expanded by filling in the river. The park is surrounded by
lush trees, with beautiful scenery throughout, and features a
large open square and children's play facilities along the river.
Due to its proximity to the magical and beautiful Bai'e Lake, the
area offers a wide and open view, making it an ideal place for
relaxation, moon watching, and social gatherings.

e Lychee Bay Canal & Xiguan Mansions: Lychee Bay Canal is
located in the old town of Guangzhou and is an ancient water-
way. It is named after the large number of lychee trees that once
lined both banks. Lychee Bay Canal not only offers unique
Lingnan riverside scenery but also showcases Guangzhou's
traditional water culture. Xiguan Mansions refer to the traditional
residences in the Xiguan area of Guangzhou, typically court-
yard-style buildings made up of multiple courtyards and houses.
These mansions are a prime example of Lingnan architectural
style, known for their grand scale and unique decorative arts
such as brick carving, wood carving, and porcelain carving.
Yonggingfang and the night boat tour along the Pearl River are
two very distinctive tourist experiences in Guangzhou, rich in
local flavor, allowing visitors to gain a deeper understanding of
the city's history, culture, and beautiful natural landscapes.
