Built in 1442, this ancient architectural complex, rich in
ethnic and religious influences, is a prime example of Uyghur
architectural art.

e Proceedtothe Gaotai Folk Houses, a 600-year-old Uyghur settle-
ment built on a loess cliff over 40 meters high and 800 meters
long at the northeastern end of Kashgar Old City. It is a major
showcase of ancient Uyghur residential architecture and folk
customs in Kashgar. Here, you can try your hand at making earth-
enware or printing, stroll through the Gaotai residential complex,
and admire the restored ancient architecture. After dinner,
proceed to Kashgar Station and board the Chengdu Express to
Kuga.
